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Dear Parents and Guardians,

immunisation program for students during the day will mean 
the hall won’t be able to be set up for interviews.

One of the great joys of working with young people is the 
opportunity to observe and celebrate their growth and 
achievements over time.  I never cease to be impressed by 
the achievements of young people as they strive to achieve 
their ambitions and goals. 
 
The recent achievements of Rhiannon Habermann (Year 12) 
clearly demonstrate what can be achieved through hard work 
and the development of natural talent. Rhiannon recently 
competed in the 4th World Irish Dancing Championships in 
Belfast.  Rhiannon was one of 25 Australians competing 
with four thousand other entrants from countries around the 
world. 
 
In the competition Rhiannon’s section contained 152 
competitors.  She progressed through two rounds but was 
unsuccessful in progressing to the third round of fifty.  
Rhiannon was able to demonstrate the Bremer Motto B for 
Bremer, B for Best in the sense that at all times she was 
improving and achieving to the best of her ability.  
Rhiannon’s dream was achieved through the support of a 
range of people.  In particular the RSL through its Youth 
Development Grants program was very helpful. 
 
Whilst in Ireland, Rhiannon and the school learned that she 
would be one of the 100 young people who would be 
participating in the Prime Ministers 2020 Youth Summit.  
On Tuesday, Rhiannon and seventeen senior students from 
Bremer along with member for Blair, Shayne Neumann 
examined some of the issues that would be addressed at the 
summit. 
 
This is a great achievement and honour for Rhiannon who 
will be an excellent representative for the youth of the 
Bremer and broader communities of Blair and Queensland. 
Congratulations Rhiannon. 

Youth Violence 
A number of recent newspaper reports have raised the issue 
of youth violence in general and violence involving students 
who attend school.  Sadly, few schools can claim that 
violence has not affected their students in some way.  As the 
reports state, much of the violence is perpetrated beyond the 
school gate. 
 
Railway stations, shopping centres, shops and parks are 
some of the locations where recent assaults involving 
students have taken place.  At Bremer, the staff regularly 
monitors the areas immediately adjacent to the school, 
particularly the shops, as a general safety precaution. 
 
In order to reduce the opportunities for violent behaviour to 
develop and escalate I would ask parents to consider the 
following points and discuss them with your children. 
 

1) Advise them to travel straight to school and upon 
arrival, enter and remain in the grounds. 

2) Advise them to travel straight home after school, 
unless alternative arrangements have been made. 

3) Advise them to limit the amount of time they spend at 
the shops near the school, especially before and after 
school. 

4) Advise them to remain at school, and not leave the 
grounds without authority.  Safety is compromised 
when no-one knows where they are. 

5) Advise them that if trouble seems to be brewing it is 
best to move away and avoid the situation.  
Bystanders can also get caught in dangerous 
situations. 

6) Advise them that caution should be the highest 
priority in all situations. 

 
Your help in reminding your children of these points will 
help to improve the personal safety of all students.
